From ‘T’ to ‘Z° Tameside to Zion P1

Something very wonderful and very unique is happening to us at the Dream Centre, it's
happening right Now on May the 15th and will only continue to gather pace and
momentum, for | can see the Glory of the Lord is beginning to rise above us and on us.
Nations are literally coming to our light and kings will come and see the brightness of our
dawn. Luke 10:23 Jesus then turned to his disciples and said privately, “Blessed are the
eyes that see what you see. For I tell you that many prophets and kings wanted to see what
you see but did not see it, and to hear what you hear but did not hear it.” Dream Centre,
listen up, O son and daughters of men, listen up, you are seeing history made here.

Isaiah 60:3 Lift up your eyes and look about you, all assemble and come to you; your sons
come from afar and your daughters are carried on the arm. Foreigners will build your walls and
their kings will serve you. Your gates will stand open; they will never be shut, day or night so
that men may bring you the wealth of the nations. God is literally bringing people into our
path, so that something wonderful can take place. A place of no restriction is being built, a
place where doors remain open to the needs of the hour and to the needs of the kingdom.
These needs are not the result of prosperity teaching, but are arriving as the result of
prophetic intentions and assignments that must be fulfilled in our time.

Prophetic intent and assignment

For all our overseas partners gathered here today, we stood and prophesied this, that you
would be here, part of the Dream Centre family, when you were still in your nations. Our
prophetic voice called you out from the corners of the earth, irrespective of your situation
or circumstances, for Droylsden and the kingdom of God in Droylsden, has great need of
you, this is why we prophetically declare ourselves, as the Dream Centre, to be ‘a church
with a difference’. Some pastors when they minister see crowds, others just see people as
a means to growth and validation of their ministry, whereas | see sons and daughters
today, people who have literally been carried on the everlasting arms of the Lord. | see
people who have been sovereignly brought here by the hand of God, to help build the walls
and help keep the gates open 24/7, to see this is prophetic ministry with a difference.

Isaiah 61:1 The spirit of the Sovereign Lord is on me, you and on everyone of us
corporately, because the Lord has anointed me-us and everyone, to bind up the broken
hearted, to proclaim freedom for the captives and release from darkness for the prisoners.
To proclaim the year of the Lord’s favour (a season called Now) and the day of vengeance
of our God, to comfort all who mourn and provide for those who grieve in ZION.

Part of entering into Zion is that we will see how God will supernaturally provide for those
who grieve in Zion, as Zion was a name given as a symbol representing Jerusalem, which
according to Hebrews 12 is a heavenly dimension. If we take Tameside as our Zion,
Tameside being a geographical area in Manchester UK, we will supernaturally see God
bestow on those gathering in Zion a crown of beauty instead of ashes. The oil of gladness
instead of mourning, a garment of praise instead of a spirit of despair. (The atmosphere
is going to change, so much so that it will be notable.) They will be called oaks of
righteousness, a planting of the Lord for the display of His splendour. This is the result of



speaking tender, spirit-driven words, to the prophetic tree of Tameside, a tree in which
we have often prayed into.

Isaiah 61:5-9 Aliens will shepherd your flocks; foreigners will work your fields and
vineyards. And you will be called priests of the LORD, you will be named ministers of our
God. You will feed on the wealth of nations, and in their riches you will boast. Instead of
their shame my people will receive a double portion, and instead of disgrace they will rejoice
in their inheritance; and so they will inherit a double portion in their land, and everlasting
joy will be theirs. “For I, the LORD, love justice; I hate robbery and iniquity. In my
faithfulness I will reward them and make an everlasting covenant | with them. Their
descendants will be known among the nations and their offspring among the peoples. All who
see them will acknowledge that they are a people the LORD has blessed.”

Isaiah 62:1-7 For Zion’s sake I will not keep silent, for Jerusalem’s (Tameside) sake I will
not remain quiet, (The purpose of her not keeping silent) 7ill her righteousness shines out
like the dawn, her salvation like a blazing torch.

The nations will see your righteousness, and all kings your glory; you will be called by a new
name that the mouth of the LORD will bestow. (For us we were given the Dream Centre)

You will be a crown of splendour in the LORD'S hand, a royal diadem ( A royal dignity of
power, a crown) in the hand of your God.

No longer will they call you Deserted, or name your land Desolate. (This is the reversal of
what was once historically prophesied over Droylsden) But you will be called Hephzibah,
and your land Beulah for the LORD will take delight in you, and your land will be married.

As a young man marries a maiden, so will your sons marry you; as a bridegroom rejoices
over his bride, so will your God rejoice over you.

I have posted watchmen on your walls, O Jerusalem; (The Dream Centre’s ability to
receive the prophetic word and harness it, so it can be sown into us and back into the
spirit.) they will never be silent day or night. (You cannot shut me or us up, you cannot
shut us down or drown us out, for we are not going away.)

You who call on the LORD, give yourselves no rest, and give him no rest till he establishes
Jerusalem and makes her the praise of the earth. Make new demands on God, keep Him at
His word.

Isaiah 62:8-12 The LORD has sworn by his right hand and by his mighty arm: “Never again
will I give your grain as food for your enemies, and never again will foreigners drink the new
wine for which you have toiled; but those who harvest it will eat it and praise the LORD,
and those who gather the grapes will drink it in the courts of my sanctuary.” Pass through,
pass through the gates! Prepare the way for the people. Build up, build up the highway!
Remove the stones. Raise a banner for the nations. (This is our work, task and assignment,
church.) The LORD has made proclamation to the ends of the earth: “Say to the Daughter of
Zion, ‘See, your Saviour comes! See, his reward is with him, and his recompense



accompanies him. They will be called the Holy People, the Redeemed of the LORD; and you
will be called Sought After, the City No Longer Deserted.”

Part of the early signs of us entering and establishing Zion in Tameside will be to see:

An open Intimacy

If worship is to be a key dynamic of entering and establishing Zion, then open intimacy must
become our portion. This means greater encounters like we have just witnessed during our 28
day encounter with God.

The Dream Centre is going to be saturated, it’s going to get wet in this place, I want
every boat to rise whilst captivated in His presence and then stay afloat when it dissipates and
recedes.

When people find out there is an open intimacy here, they will flock in and as they enter in
they will see Visions, dreams. Wisdom, revelation and knowledge will become their portion.
God will bring us closer to Himself more and more, so get ready church, get ready for this.

An open heaven

We must receive the revelation that the heavens are opened for business and continual
interaction. We can see, taste and worship from the throne room, rather than from the church
floor, for we have the access code to do this.

Luke 3:21 When all the people were being baptized, Jesus was baptized too. And as he was
praying, heaven was opened.

As people are being baptised and as we are praying, the heavens will open up for us also for
we too will hear God audibly speak to us.

Psalm 78:23-25 Yet he gave a command to the skies above and opened the doors of the
heavens, he rained down manna for the people to eat, he gave them the grain of heaven.
Men ate the bread of angels; he sent them all the food they could eat.

An open favour

Isaiah 62:4-5 No longer will they call you Deserted, or name your land Desolate. But you
will be called Hephzibah, and your land Beulah for the LORD will take delight in you, and
your land will be married. As a young man marries a maiden, so will your sons marry you,
as a bridegroom rejoices over his bride, so will your God rejoice over you.

I believe that God is giving us, the Dream Centre, the power to act as God, legal Lawyer, or
attorney on the earth. As we rise in governmental authority, we as a house are going to
legally stand and make a covenant in marriage, that we take this land to be ours, to love and



to hold, to cherish as our rightful possession. What God is putting together, no man can
separate. We take the scroll as one legally being able to read, interpret and speak its contents.
With this understanding we, The Dream Centre, apostolically sign the register, marking the
land as our legal territory and declare it to be so in Jesus name.
