  Last	
  week,	
  we	
  looked	
  at	
  how	
  Mary	
  became	
  the	
  gateway	
  
that	
  heaven	
  could	
  pass	
  through	
  and	
  by	
  which	
  the	
  earth	
  could	
  receive	
  a	
  saviour.	
  	
  

1. There	
  was	
   no	
  way	
   Jacob	
   could	
   encounter	
   heaven	
  unless	
   heaven	
   first	
   opened	
  up	
  
the	
  gateway	
  to	
  him.	
  

When	
   people	
   do	
   not	
   know	
   God,	
   heaven	
   has	
   to	
   supernaturally	
   open	
   to	
   them	
   and	
   this	
   is	
  
happening	
  more	
  than	
  you	
  think	
  in	
  our	
  city.	
  People	
  are	
  secretly	
  having	
  God	
  encounters	
  made	
  
available	
  to	
  them.	
  	
  

You	
  and	
  I	
  are	
  not	
  the	
  only	
  ones	
  praying	
  in	
  this	
  city.	
  Hindus	
  are	
  praying;	
  Buddhist,	
  Mormons	
  
and	
  Muslims	
  and	
  God	
  is	
  revealing	
  Himself	
  to	
  these	
  people.	
  Never	
  think	
  God	
  only	
  speaks	
  to	
  
you	
  Christians.	
  God	
  has	
  to	
  cut	
  through	
  people’s	
  religion	
  to	
  bring	
  them	
  to	
  Himself	
  like	
  He	
  did	
  
with	
  the	
  apostle	
  Paul.
