If then I do not grasp the meaning of what someone is saying, I 
am a foreigner to the speaker, and he is a foreigner to me.  So it is with you. Since you are 
eager to have spiritual gifts, try to excel in gifts that build up the church.  For this reason 
anyone who speaks in a tongue should pray that he may interpret what he says.  For if I pray 
in a tongue, my spirit prays, but my mind is unfruitful.  So what shall I do? I will pray with 
my spirit, but I will also pray with my mind; I will sing with my spirit, but I will also sing with 
my mind.
